The role of the second-generation curriculum of physical education and sports in promoting the values of citizenship

in the social and moral dimensions among middle school pupils
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Résumé :

Cette étude vise a révéler le role du programme de I'éducation physique et du sport de
deuxi¢me génération dans la promotion des valeurs de la citoyenneté dans les dimensions
sociales et morales chez les éléves des colléges, ou la question principale est: le sport joue-t-il
un rdle dans la promotion des valeurs de la citoyenneté dans les dimensions sociales et morales
des collégiens? Pour répondre 4 la question, le chercheur a adopté une approche descriptive
pour décrire le phénomene étudié, afin de recueillir les données, le questionnaire a été appliqué
a un échantillon de 50 éléves de la phase intermédiaire dans la ville de Khenchela, le chercheur
a conclu que la deuxi¢éme génération le programme d'éducation physique et sportive joue un
role dans la promotion des valeurs de la citoyenneté dans sa dimension sociale (coopération,
respect des autres, solidarité ...), mais aussi dans sa dimension de valeurs (tolérance, non-
violence, rejet de l'intolérance). Parmi les principales recommandations: travailler avec le
contenu du programme d'éducation physique et de sport de la deuxieme génération,
s'intéresser a 1'éducation physique et au sport, considéré comme un processus continu de
I'éducation publique et de la formation de bons citoyens; nécessité de réexaminer le
programme de I'éducation physique et du sport afin d'identifier les lacunes et les insuffisances
pour devenir plus approprié, les enseignants devrait regarder plus sur le programme et

comprendre plus de ses buts et objectifs.
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Introduction:

Physical education is a part of the comprehensive educational system, which seeks to devote the
nation's health, cultural and social aspirations, as well as other educational materials, to finding
appropriate formulas for the formation of generations and making them active citizens; able to carry
out their roles in all spheres of life perfectly. The approach used: "approach with competencies”,
and in the general perspective of learning where the learner is the focus in the learning process in
line with his physical and mental mobility and cognitive, becomes a distinct space by the variety of
physical activities and preparatory games, especially on the spirit of cooperation and confrontation,
creativity and expression, and what is required of the learner.

Physical education and sports, like all other subjects, develop and crystallize the personality of the
individual, in all its aspects, kinetic, psychological and social ones. Based on the dynamic activity
that distinguishes it, which takes a range of physical and sporting activities, as a cultural and social
support.

It provides the learner with a healthy asset that ensures a sound balance and a harmonious
coexistence with the external environment, resulting in virtuous behaviours that qualify him for
actual integration into society.

It is indisputable that the process of renewal and development in all fields is a natural matter, but
rather a necessity for changes and developments, with the aim of achieving efficiency and striving
for the best in all aspects of life. The priority is to develop the education sector; since it is the field
that deals with, as a matter of concern, building the personality of adolescent pupils, and its vibrant
world; and activity on the one hand, and the psychological and mood fluctuations that they live on
the other hand, and as the indispensable wealth and the basis of any reform and the establishment

of rational and sound to build the knowledge society, which has become a feature of the modern
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era, and to achieve that must be attention to the fundamentals and foundations of the educational
curricula within the educational process - learning, it becomes strong with its strength and
credibility objectivity, starting from the goals set as the first component of the curriculum, through
the content of its various activities, the appropriate methods and methods, then the techniques used,
and ending with the accompanying assessments as the last component or basis of the curriculum
(Little, 2013, p. 2).

These curricula cannot achieve their desired goals unless there is equal attention to the rest of the
educational process, especially the teacher, as the first corner of the curriculum and the basic
criterion for judging its effectiveness, by involving it in the planning, construction and development
processes. In the field, and therefore there is a clear picture of the teacher in general and the teacher
of physical education and sports in particular about the data and the requirements of modern
education and new roles assigned to it. The Ministry of National Education has been concerned
with the curricula of physical education and sports for the intermediate stage, considering that this
stage is one of the most important stages of education and the most dangerous, the student
according to Abdel Karim Moustapha (2000, p. 78). At this stage is characterized by physical
growth characteristics such as height and weight increase, muscle growth, as well as mental
characteristics as maturity in mental abilities such as memory, intelligence, attention and tendencies,
imagination and thinking. The adolescent is characterized at this stage by social and emotional
characteristics such as the desire to gain friends and the sense of winning and defeat.

In reviewing the objectives of the Physical Education Curriculum for the intermediate stage in
Algeria, physical education and sports, as an educational material in the middle stage, instill
expressions of citizenship in the student by respecting and glorifying national symbols and
protecting them, a sense of responsibility and initiative, commitment to national cohesion and
solidarity with others, Correcting and protecting the linguistic, cultural and historical heritage,
adopting attitudes and behaviors of solidarity and tolerance with each other and renouncing all
forms of violence. Adopting attitudes and behaviors that respect life in general and the environment
in particular, the spirit of perfection and diligence, adopt attitudes and behaviors that guarantee the
life of citizenship and invest in the public good, through adapting to his actions and behaviors with
what corresponds to the status of living (Ministry of National Education, 2015, p. 04).

Do the curriculum of the second generation of physical education and sports have a role in
promoting the values of citizenship in the social dimension and values of students in the middle

stage?

-Do the curriculum of the second generation of physical education and sports have a role in
promoting the values of citizenship in the value dimension of middle school students?

- The second-generation curriculum of physical education and sports play a role in promoting the
values of citizenship in its value dimension among middle school students.

Findings Through the field study, which, in light of the results of the study and discussion, we can
come up with a general summary that explains the important results we received in our research,
which gives a detailed answer to the questions we raised in the problem and hypotheses at the
beginning of our study,

the content of the second generation curriculum for physical education and sports from the middle
education was supported by the values of citizenship through the provisions of its competencies and
values desired.

The curriculum of the second generation of physical education and sports from the middle
education have a role in promoting the values of citizenship.

The Second Generation Curriculum for Physical Education and Sports Education from the
Intermediate Education have a role in promoting the values of citizenship in its social dimension.
The curriculum of the second generation of physical education and sports from the intermediate
education role have a role in promoting the values of citizenship in its value dimension.

In the exercise of physical education and sports according to the curriculum clearly shows the
behaviors of students that support the values of citizenship.
