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Abstract:  

This study aims to identify the difference 
between the motor disabled practitioners and 
non-practitioners of sport to promote the 
concepts of citizenship. Therefore, the 
descriptive approach was adopted for its 
suitability in this research, which included a 
sample of our research of about 120 motor 
disabilities: 60 practitioners and 60 non-
practitioners of this sport in Mostaganem; 
Saida; Tiaret and Ain temouchent provinces 
(Algeria). The tool used in the research is the 
concepts of citizenship. After statistical 
treatment of the raw results, the most 
important conclusions that we reached is that 
motor disability practitioners of this sport are 
characterized by the concepts of citizenship 
significantly compared to non-practitioners of 
sport. One of the most important proposals is 
the provision of material and human resources 
and coordination between the various 
guardianship of the disabled. And the 
intensification of all members of the councils 
in order to direct them to exercise physical 
sports because they have positive benefits on 
the physical, psychological and social aspects.
