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Abstract:

The current paper attempts to uncover the administrative board
of the viziers during the Middle Kingdom Era in Ancient Egypt. It
was known that Egypt had a strong administration during the ancient
eras. The “vizier” title has appeared since the beginning of the era of
dynasties. In addition, the vizier was acting as the king's deputy and
the link between the king and the rest of the staff. Therefore, his
functional duties were numerous, for he was acting as the President of
the Court, the Chief Justice and supervisor of all state institutions.
Two viziers have held such office during the Old kingdom era at the
same time, one for the south and the other for the capital city.
