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Abstract: The study of the Algerian tribes from the point of view of
social history during the period of Ottoman rule and the beginning
of the French occupation is one of the important topics, as the
analysis of the social structure and the political and economic
conditions that surrounded the population of Algeria in its tribal
composition allows for an understanding of the conditions that led
to the weakness of the state in the late eighteenth century and the
beginning of the ninth century. Ten and the relationship of the
tribes with the existing authority (the Ottomans), and then
understanding the circumstances of the occupation of Algeria by

one of the colonial powers (France) after three centuries of

belonging to the Ottoman Caliphate.
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The tribal structure of Algerian society on the one hand, and the
exploitation of this situation by the previous authority (the
Ottoman Turks) in order to control and collect taxes; It created a
kind of isolation of the tribes or their union into confederations that
serve the interests and protect their existence. This situation, in our
view, was a major obstacle in confronting the French campaign
against Algeria in terms of the collective feeling of danger facing
everyone, which is what was focused on in the message published
by the French army led by de Bourmont, addressing Tribal leaders
and sheikhs on the basis that it does not target them, but rather
targets the “oppressive Turkish” authority. However, the events
that followed the military occupation showed the colonialist’s
deception on the one hand, and on the other hand the divisions and
lack of communication between the components of “Algerian
society” to confront the external danger under Turkish authority. It

worked more on division than on the unity of Algerians.
