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Abstract: The Neolithic was very old in the central Sahara and
it roughly coincides with the Near East region, although the Near
Eastern region is known as the oldest places in the domestication of
animals and the agriculture, as well as the beginning of the villages
and various social complications. The Sahara was not far from these
developments. The domestication of animals was Very early, as
well as the agriculture, even though there is a doubt about the dates
of domestication, but the pottery and the rock art was the most
important manifestation in the Neolithic.

The most important centers of civilizations in the central Sahara were
the Hoggar, which contains many important sites, the Tassili and Acacus
also contained important sites.
