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Presentation of the issue

The issue contains in the formal aspect six -6 diverse articles, national and
international, and we note this diversity as well in the language of their writing,
from Arabic, English and French, in the sense that they are in line with what is

As for their content, they cannot be classified according to themes because they
are different and affect different areas of life. Except for two articles that dealt
with two fairly similar topics: the researchers met on a topic related to education
and pedagogy at two different levels: primary and university, and this is what we

conclude in the following.

- The first article entitled: The impact of pedagogical difficulties faced by teachers

on the academic achievement of students in the French language.

The author of the article raises the problem of learning French in the first
educational stages and the search for pedagogical obstacles faced by the teacher
in teaching this subject and its relationship to the student's academic
achievement. It includes trying to find an appropriate solution to overcome the
negative effects resulting from it, which contributes to educating generations to

open up to the external environment and draw from the culture of developed



societies to develop the human resource to become - the student - an effective
contributing factor to national development, and this is what is evident, in some

detail, through the elements of the article.

The second article is entitled: The Social Fund and the Entrepreneurial Intention

of Young Girls in the city of Bukavu in the eastern Democratic Republic of Congo.

The researchers touched on a field no less important than the topics covered by
sociology, to a lesser extent with the economic sciences, namely

entrepreneurship.

Nowadays, entrepreneurship remains a fertile field to confront the ghost of youth
unemployment in order to open the door for them, either to search for or grow
income. The researchers point out that there are many factors that influence girls'
intention to start a personal business, as the study examined the relationship
between the social fund and the entrepreneurial intention of the finalists in the

city of Bukavu Town.

A sample of qualified girls were trained to implement their innovative ideas and
improve business intention. Accordingly, associations of young entrepreneurs
were supported to contribute to the development of their society by creating

wealth and solving the problem of unemployment.

As for the third article, its author touched on: Socio-organizational treatment of
the forms and manifestations of bullying in the work environment: an analytical

conceptual reading.



Through this presented work, which dealt with a psychosocial phenomenon,
which occurs in the work environment, which is bullying. The researcher wanted
to highlight this important negative phenomenon in a specific field of social life,
which is supposed, in modern organizations, which are characterized by
rationality, and intense competition, honest and fair among workers, and their
dependence on excellence and creativity of the worker more than other material
aspects. In this positive framework, unfortunately, the emergence of this negative
phenomenon among workers —Bullying - which in certain cases leads to
disturbing the work atmosphere and its unsafety, which results in negative
practices that are indicators of dissatisfaction, which leads to lack of mastery of
work, non-compliance with laws, absenteeism and sometimes may result in
leaving work permanently, and this is a loss for the organization if it does not

ensure that this moral scourge is fought in a timely and appropriate manner.

The fourth article is entitled: Blended Education in the Higher Education Sector: A

Socio-Historical Reading of the Algerian University Experience.

The researcher tried to give us a brief idea of the socio-historical path of the
higher education sector in general and the university experience in particular,
which is an essential and integral part of the sector. The researcher focused on a
very important and sensitive period in the history of the Algerian university and
society in general, as this period was considered an exceptional stage — the
Covid19 period — which changed the course of everything in almost all fields,
and in all societies. This pandemic led the Algerian university to introduce
modifications to the teaching and education curriculum and the new means and

techniques it requires for education, digitization, namely distance education, or



more precisely blended education that mixes face-to-face and distance

education.

The author raised a topic no less important than the previous topics, as he
wanted to show the positive face of modern technology, which contributes in
one way or another to the progress of societies in various fields and the ease of
communication between segments of one society and other societies within the

frameworks of cultural exchange, which carries with it the negative side of it, if it
